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 WHAT’S UP YEAR 11s?  
A LOOK INTO IGCSE LIFE IN HIS  

With the mock exams over and the study leave approaching, the Year 11 students are knees deep in 

preparation for their IGCSE exams in May. Before they dive headlong into intensive revision, we took the 

time to ask some of the students a few questions reflecting on their school life over the past two years. 

Here’s what they have to say: 

What is your most cherished memory from the past two years in HIS?

introducing our NEW ECO-CODE 

Establishing an eco-code is not only one of the 7 main steps of becoming an eco-school, but also helps define 
the core values of the school community in regards to the environment. Recently, HIS has given our Eco-
schools logo a revamp. As the newly elected Eco-schools student committee, we designed a new logo which 
better reflects our eco-code. We wanted our logo to still be personal to HIS, but also convey a powerful and 
memorable message through a simple design. A member of our committee, Chantelle Lee (Year 12), designed 
a few logos, which were then voted on in a whole school survey.  

 

Our new logo, as seen now, won the vote by a staggering majority. In it, a tree, as inspired by the ‘Tree of 
Life’ in the school emblem, is shown in different phases. Our actions, and the way we choose to treat the 
environment, will determine its fate. Combined with our eco-code -- “every time we waste, we lose a piece of 
ourselves”, we wish to create more of an emotional impact and bring awareness to everyone in our 
community about the responsibility each individual bears in the journey of saving the environment.

We are happy to see that the ‘Waste Management Initiative’ in partnership with iCYCLE, a solution provider of 
waste separation and recycling, is being undertaken by students, teachers and staff at school with great gusto.  
Each class is now responsible for collecting their paper and plastic waste, and once the class boxes are full, 
students will transfer them to the iCYCLE bins strategically located around the school.  

It’s really heartening to witness the HIS community becoming more conscious about minimising our waste 
impact.

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Over the past term we have launched a new and exciting 
learning space in the primary school on Level 1. The 
multipurpose space is a collaborative space for exploring, 
designing, making and creating. The space is designed and 
equipped to be flexible with furniture that can be reorganised 
to suit a variety of activities. We understand that students 
learn differently, and have a range of seating options and work 
spaces — students can choose. 
 
The space is equipped with film making facilities including an 
industry standard chromakey curtain (green screen) and film 
rig for iPad, 3D printers, sewing machines, cutting machine, 
drones, connected devices and robotics. All students in the 
primary school are first having an induction session to 
familiarise them with the space and how it can be used ahead 
of launching our programme later in the academic year.

Years 2 & 3 were introduced to the MakerSpace in 
Term 1 and got hands on by coding their Dash 
robots to clear up a snowstorm, made and coded a 
glowing snail using Lego WeDo and used Osmo to 
code Awbie. 
 
Year 5 have been pushing their coding skills further 
through advanced Dash and Dot challenge cards. 
Using the cardboard toolkit, Makedo, they have also 
been putting their teamwork and engineering skills 
to the test building ramps. Year 4s will have their 
chance to show us what they can do with the same 
challenges in the next few weeks! 
 
Next week, it’s Year 1s turn. They are going to be 
taking their first coding steps using Blue Bots to 
navigate some fun and challenging obstacles and 
Osmo to help guide Awbie through mazes. 
 
Year 6s are currently working hard to prepare for 
their Checkpoint Tests, but after the Easter break, 
they’ll be getting stuck into passion projects using all 
the amazing tools and resources available in the 
MakerSpace to bring them to life.
